Ranger organised activities
To enhance your visit our Rangers can organise activities for your group at an extra cost. Our activities are tailored to meet the needs of each group and every effort is made to accommodate groups or individuals with special needs or requirements. The topic could be anything from a ‘My First Nature Walk’ to ‘Mini-beast Safari’ or a ‘Treasure Hunt’, but we are always pleased to discuss individual topics to meet your requirements.  Each activity lasts an hour and costs £37.50.

What’s the best time to visit?
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During February we have stupendous displays of Snowdrops, in April and May the gardens are simply stunning and are a great place for young minds to discover  colours and smells (under supervision) and the woodlands are full of bluebells and bird song.  June is very busy between 10am and 2pm with up
to 200 school children visiting daily during the week.
Nursery and out of school groups are more than welcome during the school holidays.  September or October is a great time to visit as the estate is much quieter and the autumn colour is spectacular, great for collecting leaves or making woodland art. During December you can buy a Christmas tree or visit Santa’s Grotto (bookable only).
What to bring?
